Furthermore, bidders shall be aware of the provision stated in Sub-

In pursuance of the policy defined in ITB Sub-Clause 3.1, the
purchaser will cancel the Contract for Goods or works if it at any
time determines that corrupt or fraudulent or collusive or coercive
practices were engaged during the procurement or the execution of
the Contract.

Any debarment/blacklisting by MOH&FW, GOI, or any other
Central Govt. Department or State Government which is still
effective on the date of opening of bid will make the bidder
ineligible to participate in that bidding process. A debarment/
blacklisting by other agencies will not be considered.

The bidder and the manufacturer whose product is offered by
the bidder will submit an undertaking to above effect.

If it is found after issue of contract that the supplier has
concealed the information of debarment/blacklisting as
mentioned above then the contract is liable to be terminated and
suitable action will be taken as per the terms of the contract.

Except as provided in ITB Sub-Clauses 4.2 this bidding process is
open to all Indian bidders. Non manufacturer bidders will have to
submit Manufacturer’s Authorization Form 7 in Section V.

A firm declared ineligible by the Purchaser in accordance with ITB
Sub-Clause 3.1(b) shall be ineligible to bid for the contract during
the period of time determined by the Purchaser.

The documentary evidence of conformity of the goods and services
to the Bidding Documents may be in the form of literature, drawings,
and data and shall consist of:

The Goods to be supplied under the Contract shall be registered with
the relevant authority in the Purchaser’s country. A Bidder who has
already registered its Goods by the time of bidding should submit a
copy of the Registration Certificate with its bid.

produced by indigenous manufacturers.

Note: Bidders are requested to inquire in advance about the
registration requirements and procedures in order to avoid any delays
due to involvement of various government agencies. Purchaser shall
not be responsible for any delay on this account.

5.2.1 The Purchaser shall at all times cooperate with the successful
Bidder to facilitate the registration process within the
Purchaser’s country.

5.2.2 If the Goods of the successful Bidder have not been registered
in the Purchaser’s country at the time of Contract signing, then
the Contract shall become effective upon such date as the
Certificate of Registration is obtained.

The
turnover is to be supported by audited financial
statements of accounts (including balance sheet, profit
and loss account, auditor’s reports and IT returns) for the
past five financial years duly certified by the auditor of
the Company.

When offering their bid for more than one schedule, the bidder must
provide evidence that it meets or exceeds the sum of all the individual
