The National AIDS Control Organisation has initiated the third phase of National AIDS Control Programme (NACP – III, 2007-2012) with an overall objective to halt and reverse the HIV/AIDS epidemic within this period.
 
· Motivate safe behavioural change among general population by targeting vulnerable and High Risk Behaviour group including women and youth. 
· Dispel myths and misconceptions, raise awareness levels about risk behaviour and the need for behaviour change  
· Create an environment free from stigma and discrimination for PLHAs in the community 

· Promote condom usage 
· Promote voluntary blood donation 

· Generate demand for services such as Integrated Counselling and Testing including the services of STI and ART treatment. 

 
Apart from Targeted Interventions attempting to saturate the coverage of high risk population, working with general population with special focus on out-of-school youth is another major thrust of NACP III. 
 
The overall outcomes envisaged under NACP-III for young people are reduction of risk behaviour, especially among young people, and reduction in rate of HIV infection among young people. NACO has received financing from the World Bank toward the cost of the National AIDS Control Programme Phase – III, and intends to apply part of the proceeds for undertaking interventions among out-of-school youth at the strategic sites after mapping in 195 (Category A and Category B) districts in the States of Andhra Pradesh (23), Arunachal Pradesh (1), Assam (2), Bihar (4), Chandigarh (1), Delhi (4), Goa (2), Gujarat (10), Haryana (1), Karnataka (26), Kerala (2), Madhya Pradesh (8), Maharashtra (32), Manipur (9), Mizoram (3), Nagaland (10), Orissa (7), Pondicherry (1), Punjab (2), Rajasthan (7), Tamilnadu (26), Tripura (1), Uttar Pradesh (5), West Begnal (8) in partnership with civil society organizations. A majority of the infections are among High Risk Groups, Women & Youth, in the age group of 15-49 years. In this context NACO seeks services of Non-Governmental Organisations, Community Based Organisations and Faith Based organisation that have proven track record in implementing programmes among out-of-school youth, school drop-outs, unemployed/unskilled youth, street youth and juveniles on sexual & reproductive health related and/or associated projects at reasonable scale with a component on interpersonal communication, peer education using participatory approach at the grass root level especially in the rural areas. 
 
 
The services include: 
 
· Innovative activities to mobilise vulnerable population especially life skills based interventions among youth and women at the community level will be emphasised. 

· Formation of community based Red Ribbon Clubs for out of school youth while leveraging on the existing local clubs and youth festivals. 
· Training and mentoring of Peer Educators/ Volunteers (identified among RRCs members), to ensure Inter-Personal Communication (IPC) for sustained participatory interventions among vulnerable youth. 

 
 The above is only a summery of the services that will be required from the organizations and full organization and full description of services will be provided in the Request for Proposal(RFP) to be issued to the shortlisted organizations.
The National AIDS Control Organisation now invites eligible organisations to indicate their interest in providing the services. Interested Community Based Organisations/Non-Governmental Organisations/Faith Based organisations must provide information indicating that they are qualified to perform the services (brochures, description of similar assignments, experience in similar conditions, availability of appropriate skills among staff, etc.) and are interested in enlistment, should submit the following information along with supporting documents related with their past experience in the field of HIV/AIDS and/or health sector related programmes among out-of-school youth in particular:
· Organization’s background and profile of key personnel.
· Names, address, e-mail, phone number and facsimile number of the organisation. 
Organizations applying for this assignment may need to apply either on their own or as a consortium/ association with other organizations.  Organizations should also clearly mention if they want to be considered for all 25 states or only for particular state(s).
Short listed organisations will be required to submit a detailed proposal for further consideration. The selected organisation would enter into a tri-partit e contract with SACS and NACO. Funding of the organisation will be through SACS(one or more than one contract for each of the states).  The list of 195 (category “A” and “B”) districts which may be seen at the NACO’s website at www.nacoonline.org 
The Organizations will be selected in accordance with the procedures set out in the World Bank’s Guidelines : Selection and Employment of consultants by World Bank Borrowers (Current edition which may be seen at NACO’s wensite).
 
Short listed organizations will be required to submit a detailed proposal for further consideration.
