ORDER:

Government of India have allotted a target of 15,57,800 under Antyodaya Anna
Yojana Scheme duly indicating the eligibility criteria to be followed for selection of
beneficiaries vide references i to 5th read above.

2. Accordingly, 15,57,800 families were selected under Antyodaya Anna Yojana
Scheme as allotted by the Government of India from time to time and a quantity of
54524 Mts of rice @ 35 Kgs per each family @ Rs.3/- per kg, is allotted by the GOl for
distribution to the families covered under the Scheme. However, in Andhra Pradesh
State, 35 kgs of rice is distributed to MY families @ Rs.2.00 per kg., on par with the
BPL families, duly incurring the difference cost as subsidy.

3. In the reference 7th read above, the Under Secretary to Govt. of India , Ministry of
Consumer Affairs , Food and Public Distribution, Dept. of Food and Public Distribution,
New Delhi has informed that the Hon'ble Supreme Court has passed Orders in Writ
Petition ( Civil) No.535/1998, (PIL) filed by the social activists and Persons Living with
HIV/AIDS (PLHA) and relevant extracts of the Order, Dtd: 26.03.09 are as follows:

"Learned counsel appearing for the petitioner stated that many of these patients
are living Below the Poverty Line and so they should be provided with Antyodaya Anna
Yojana card to get food supply from PDS stores and so also some of these patients
have to visit the distant hospitals regularly and therefore they should be issued free
passes in public transport system. We hope that HI V/AIDS patients would get the
proper line of treatment."

4. The Under Secretary to the Govt of India has requested to review the existing list of
AAY families, delete ineligible AAY families there from and include all eligible BPL
families of HIV positive persons in the MY list on priority, against the criteria
mentioned in para 2(b) and 2(c) of the guidelines for identification of MY families
under Antyodaya Anna Yojana.
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5. Therefore, all the Collectors & CR0, Hyderabad are hereby instructed to review the
existing list of AAY families in the district, delete ineligible AAX families, if any and
include all eligible BPL families of HIV positive persons in the MY priority, against the
criteria mentioned in pare II and Ill of the Annexure- II of the guidelines communicated
for identification of MY families under Anthyodaya Anna Yojana, vide G.0.Ms.No!66,
C.A. F & CS (CS.l) Dept, Dtd: 15.06.05, within the targets assigned to the respective
districts under MY Scheme.

not HIV/AIDS. As this circular has wider ramifications in dealing HIV/AIDS positive
people, by the Project Director, Andhra Pradesh State AIDS Control Society has
requested the Government to issue orders in the mailer to concerned Department.

3. Government felt that this is an extremely important mailer given the stigma
attached to HIV/AIDS. 	 Moreover, clinically also "Immuno - deficiency is a more
accurate description of death.

4. Accordingly, all the concerned departments are requested to issue necessary
instructions to the authorities under their control to follow the above guidelines of the
Department of AIDS control, NACO, G.O.I., communicated in the memorandum first
read above regarding declaring HIV/AIDS status of positive people while issuing Death
Certificates mentioning the "Immuno deficiency" instead of HIV/AIDS in the "underlying
cause" column of the death certificate issued by the Doctors in the hospitals.

5. All the concerned departments shall take further necessary action in the mailer.

In India, HIV prevalence rate as per revised surveillance data of National AIDS
Control Organisation, (NACO) Govt. of India, is 0.36%. Andhra Pradesh is considered
as one of the six states with high HIV prevalence. As on 2006, 2.4 million NV positive
cases are reported out of which around 5,4 lakh cases are from Andhra Pradesh.
Government have taken up a number of initiatives in the state for prevention and control
of HIV/AIDS in the state through the Andhra Pradesh State AIDS Control Society
(APSACS). These programmes are taken up as per the guidelines of the National AIDS
Control Programme.

2. The State Government have felt that there is an imperative need in the State to
provide financial protection to families Irving below poverjy lfne who are AIDS patients
and receiving AñfrRlFvtrttferapy AR1TThedicines at the designatëWART centers,
as majority (80%) of the patients who are receiving ART medicines are from the BPL
families. The Government provides ART medicines free of cost. However, these AIDS
patients who are on ART are unable to make a living in view of social stigma and
discrimination against AIDS patients and also those from low income levels are not in a
position to visit the ART centers regularly to take the ART medicines. ART medicines if
not taken regularly leads to further health complications. It is felt that providing monthly
pension to the AIDS patients would help AIDS patients to access the ART medicines
and also support their livelihoods and better nutrition so that their life span could be
extended.

3. Government after careful examination have decided to introduce a scheme of
pension to AIDS patients in all the districts of Andhra Pradesh. The pension scheme is
intendedQ ,ptientswg..are recei!ng4B_imedicincines in the Government
ART centres and who are from below poverty line (BPL) famines @-R200/emonth
without any restrictions on the number of persons to receive pension

4. The expenditure sanctioned above shall be debited to the head of account MN
2235 - Social Security and Welfare -60, other Social Security and Welfare
Programmes, - MH102. Pensions under Social Security Schemes, Gi-l.1 1 Normal State
Plan, SH(09) Pension to AIDS Patients 310.Grants in Aid/ 312. Other Grants in Aid (to
be opened).

ORDER:

In the reference first read above, the Project Director, Andhra Pradesh State
AIDS Control Society, Hyderabad has proposed that People Living with HI V/AIDS
who are receiving Anti Retroviral Treatment (ART) medicines may be provided with
concession in bus fares on the lines of concession in rail fares to People living with
HIV/AIDS who are on ARt. There are a5,0LHAT-s7ivffirnAlflt
present in the State, accessing ART medicines through the network of 31 ART Centres
and 14 Link Art Centres. There is also a proposal to set up 5 new ART Centres and
25 link Art Centres in near future, thereby reducing the distance to be traveled by the
People living with Fl y/AIDS to access the ART.

2. The Project Director, Andhra Pradesh State AIDS Control Society, Hyderabad
has proposed that, Government may consider recommending to Andhra Pradesh State
Road Transport Corporation for providing . 50% concession in bus fare to the ART
patients who are from below poverty for travelling to get ART medicines once in
month. He has stated that it is estimated that about 1,00,000 people would be visiting
the ART Centres in a month, including the persons accompanying the patients
traveling an average distance of 50 to 100 KMs. At an average cost of Rs.50/- per
person per trip the cost on travel would be Rs.50/- x 12,00,000 = 6,00,00,000/- per
annum and the cost on 50% concession would be Rs.3,00,00,000/- or Rs.3.00 crore per
annum. The modalities to provide concessions are to be worked out by Andhra
Pradesh State AIDS Control Society in consultation with APSRTC.

3. The Vice Chairman & Managing Director, APSRTC, Hyderabad in his letter in
the reference 2 read above has stated that the total amount required per year towards
50% concession in normal fare for People hying with HIV/AIDS with one attendant is
Rs.5,28,00,000/- (Rupees five crores twenty eight lakhs 13'T anai'eirte
reimbursed by Government. He has further stated that the APSRTC is receiving
number of representations from the District Collectors as well as from HI V/AIDS
patients to extend 50% concessional facility once in a month to the HIV/AIDS
infected patients along with one attendant each to travel from the place of residence to
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the nearest District Headquarters for their medical checkup and to collect free
medicines. Therefore he has requested to issue instructions for reimbursement of
Rs.5.28 crores

'
in advance in order to extend 50% concession in normal fare in

APSRTC buses to 50,000 people living with HIV/AIDS along with one attendant each
(residing in A.P. State) to perform journeys from the place of their residence to the
nearest ART Centre once in a month to avail medicines and medical assistance.

4. Government after careful examination of the matter and have decided to
provide concessional bus fare for travelling in APSRTC buses to People living with
HI V/AIDS to receive ART Medicines to the nearest ART centre once in a month
50% concession on normal fare, along with one attendant. In the reference 4" read
above, the Finance Department have released budget for Rs.5.00 crores (Rupees five
crores only).

5. Accordingly, Government hereby order to provide concessional bus fare to
People living with HIV/AIDS for travelling in APSRTC buses along with one
attendant to the nearest ART centres to receive ART Medicines once in a month
50% concession on normal fare.

6. The Project Director, Andhra Pradesh State AIDS Control Society, Hyderabad
shall take necessary further action to prescribe the operational modalities to implement
the scheme in an efficient, effective and transparent manner to the convenience of the
People living with HI V/AIDS.

Government of Telangana as a part of its social safety net strategy, hereby,
introduces the Aasara pensions with a view to ensure secure life with Oighity for itt
the poor. This scheme is meant to protect the most vulnerable sections of society
in particular the old and infirm; people with HIV-AIDS, widows, incapacitated
weavers and toddy tappers, who have lost their means of livelihood with growing
age, in order to support their day to day minimum needs required to lead a life of
dignity and social security.

2 ln the past, social security pensions provided were meager and, barely
sufficient to cover the basic minimum requirements of the needy. With a view to
combat the ever-increasing cost of living and inflation, the Government, hereby,
introduces a new scheme called Aasara pensions, which will provide substantial
financial benefits to all the above categories, particularly those who are most
needy.

3. Government with a view to identify eligible beneficiaries, conducted a
comprehensive one day Samagra Kutumbi Survey (SKS) of households in the
State of Telangana on August 19, 2014. The data collected during the Survey is
expected to form the basis of identifying the poor and vulnerable who are truly
eligible for 'the social safety net protection, through the MSARA Pensions.
Towards this purpose, instructions have already been issued vide Memo 6th cited
above to commence a detailed process of identification of the poor and vulnerable.
To this endeavor, District Collectors will have to strategize the identification of the
most poor and vulnerab.le by broadly assessing exclusion and inclusion criterion.
Past experiences have shown that large number of ineligible beneficiaries have
managed to appropriate the benefits meant for the poor and vulnerable leading to
neglect of the needy and deserving despite their being eligible for pension.
Schemes implemented as social security nets are meant for protecting the poor
and vulnerable by providing a means to live a life of dignity and alleviating
immediate distress. There is therefore a need for utmost care to be taken to
ensure that no eligible poor or vulnerable are left out in the process. District
Collectors will need to correlate the data with census data of the persons who are
otd and infirm, with disabilities and widows for their respective dirtri"t to broadly
identify the number of beneficiaries under each category. Similarly, care must be
taken to ensure that artisans handicapped by loss of livelihoods due to ageing are
also covered adequately as opposed to granting benefits based on the community.
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4. Government after careful examination of the proposal are hereby issue the
comprehensive guidelines for Aasara pensions in supercession of all order issued
in the past on the subject as under:

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9.1 SPECIAL CATEGORIES

The objective of enhancing the livelihood security of the poor households in rural areas of the country can
be met only if special attention is focussed on vulnerable sections of the rural society.

While providing a strong social safety net for vulnerable groups under MGNEGA, extra efforts need to be
made for certain special categories of vulnerable people who will otherwise remain excluded. Some of the

special categories are:

i) Persons with disabilities

ii) Primitive Tribal Groups

iii) Nomadic Tribal Groups

iv) De-notified Tribes

v) Women in special circumstances

vi) Senior citizens above 55 years of age

vii) HIV positive persons

viii) Internally displaced persons

91.1 Each State Government should formulate a specific plan to include these special categories in
MGNREGA. The strategy has to be different for different special categories. In order to develop this
plan, volunteers may be identified and trained to engage with the special categories to ascertain
their needs and requirements. These volunteers could also handhold the vulnerable persons during
the initial period to remove problems. Cutting-edge level officers at gram panchayat and block
panchayat levels should be specially sensitized on the issues related to the special categories and

the approach to be followed.

Field staff and MGNREGA workers should be specially sensitized about HIV positive persons that HIV
is not spread by air, water, insects, including mosquitoes, saliva, tears, or sweat, by spitting, casual
contact like shaking hands or sharing dishes etc. Therefore, to facilitate the main streaming of HIV
positive persons, they must be allowed to participate in execution of MGNREGA works with other
MGNREGA workers.

9.1.2 The plan for these special categories may have the following components:

i)	 Specific works identified for these groups

U) Provision within the MIS for tracking their coverage.

9.2 INTERVENTIONS NEEDED FOR VULNERABLE GROUPS

9.2.1 Identification: Since the disabled and vulnerable groups have specific needs, special efforts have
to be made to include them in the programme and the POs may procure the services of State
governments welfare Department / specialized resource agencies f CSOs working for the disabled/
vulnerable.The resource agencies will be responsible for assisting the Gram Sabha in identifying and
mobilising the disabled and vulnerable persons, and ensuring that they get their entitlements under
the Act. The cost towards the resource agencies can be met from the administrative cost. The final list
of such Identified disabled people and vulnerable groups will be approved by the Gram Sabha.

MGNREGOpernional Guidelines 2013
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9.2.2 Dedicated Officers: Each State Government should designate one officer in each District as a
Coordinator (Vulnerable Groups) who will exclusively look after the needs and requirements of
the special categories and create enabling conditions for their inclusion in MGNREGA works.
The Coordinator (Vulnerable Groups) shall necessarily be a person with prescribed educational
qualification and experience of having worked with disabled persons and /or on disability Issues.
Qualified persons with disability may be encouraged.

9.2.3 The Coordinator (Vulnerable Groups) must undertake village level dissemination of information
regarding the Scheme in order to encourage persons with disabilities as well as the other vulnerable
groups for their active inclusion and protection of their right to work.

9.2.4 The MIS should register the vulnerable households under special categories and reports should
be periodically reviewed and published to track the progress of MGNREGS implementation for the
vulnerable groups.

9.3 DISABLED PERSONS

9.3.1 The disabled or differently-abled persons defined under the Persons with DisabilitIes (Equal
Opportunities, Protection of Rights and Full Participation) Act, 1995 (1 of 1996) as persons with
disabilities, the severity of which is 40% and above would be considered as special category of
vulnerable persons for the purposes of MGNREGA. The disabled persons as defined In the National
Trust for Welfare of Persons with Autism Cerebral Palsy, Mental Retardation and Multiple Disabilities
Act, 1999(44 of 1999) are also to be considered as disabled for the purpose of inclusion in MGNREGA.

9.3.2 Since this category of people are differently-abled, special conditions have to be created to facilitate
their inclusion in MGNREGA. It is estimated that around 5% of the population in rural areas will fall
in the category of disabled and this group is one of the most deprived and vulnerable.

9.3.3 Identification of works: Each State Government will identify specific works, which can be done by
the disabled and vulnerable persons. In a village, different categories of persons with disabilities will
be organized to come together as a fixed group to accomplish the works proposed for them under
the Scheme, in a way that makes it possible for them to exercise their choice. On no grounds, should
the disabled and vulnerable persons be paid lower wages as compared to other persons employed
in MGNREGA works.

9.3.4 Mobilisation: The Coordinator (Vulnerable Groups) can utilize the services of a facilitator/Mate
from among the disabled to mobilize the disabled and vulnerable persons for MGNREGA work.This
facilitator will be responsible among other things, for bringing all the disabled persons to the work
site and will function as a mate. Efforts should be made to mobilize the disabled and vulnerable into
groups. Arrangements should also be made to orient the persons with disability to the suitablejob
as and when necessary. However, no individual with disability would be denied work where efforts
to form a 'group' does not succeed.

9.3.5 Works: Depending upon the demand for the work by disabled person I special category persons,
works could be opened specifically for the disabled and In case of large GPs with substantial
population of disabled and vulnerable, separate works could be opened at the habitation level.The
efforts should be to ensure that the special category persons are given work close to their place of
residence so that they need not travel long distances for MGNREGA works.

9.3.6 Engaging disabled and vulnerable persons in other works: The disabled persons should be given
preference for appointment as mates for MGNREGA works and as workers for providing drinking
water, to manage créches etc. at the work sites.

9.3.7 Adaptation of tools and equipment/facilities at workplaces: The Coordinator (Vulnerable Groups),
in consultation with the workers with disabilities, will facilitate necessary modifications to the existing
tools/equipment. The Coordinator (Vulnerable Groups) will then mobilise and or identify suitable
institutions for making modified tools/assistive devices or making adaptation to the general tools/
equipments being used in the work site. The workers with disabilities may be provided with modified
tools/assistive devices or modified general tools/equipments required for the work.

9.3.8 Treating Persons with Disabilities with Respect: The persons with disabilities, at work-sites, shall
be called by their own names alone. Similarly, their name as well as their surnames shall he properly
registered in the job cards. The authorities shall take proper measures to ensure a stigma free
environment at the work place so that the workers with disabilities shall not be ill treated/looked
down upon or face any form of discrimination (using abusive language, calling them with their
disability name, use of denigrating language, insulting them or hurting their feelings in any form)
and the Coordinator (Vulnerable Groups) shall organize awareness programs to ensure the same.

9.3.9 Monitoring and Time-frame: There should be a special drive to identify all persons with disability
and other vulnerable persons, enumerated In these guidelines, and provide 100 days of work to
each of the household that they belong to in all the villages within a specified time-frame. The
Coordinator (Vulnerable Groups) shall hold a monthly meeting to review the progress of such
implementation with Block and Gram Panchayat level officials, The Coordinator (Vulnerable Groups)
will submit monthly and quarterly progress reports to the DPC.

9.4 PARTICULARLY VULNERABLE TRIBAL GROUPS (PVTGs)

9.4.1 Earlier known as PrimitiveTribal Groups, the PVTGs live in remote and interior pockets and inaccessible
forest and hills and are highly vulnerable to hunger/starvation, malnutrition and ill-health. Some of
them are even on the verge of extinction. Today, several PVTGs have become nomadic, converted to
bonded labor or found living in remote! isolated locations and inaccessible forests or harsh deserts.

9.4.2 Several PVTGs may not have been given MGNREGS Job Cards and those who have job cards may
barely have worked under MGNREGS. Delays in payments and accessing these payments have added
to the disadvantage of geographical remoteness of PVTGs. Typically the post offices/ banks areas far
as 50km from PVTG habitations, Further, planning and opening of works under MGNREGS needs to
be sensitive to seasonality of forest-based livelihoods of PVTGS which is different from agriculture-
based livelihoods.

9.4.3 Considering the geographical isolation and vulnerabilities of PVTGs, special strategies with
appropriate program flexibility should be adopted by the State Governments to reach the benefits
of MGNREGS to the PVTGs.

9.5 DE-NOTIFIED TRIBES AND NOMADIC TRIBES

9.5.1 Nomadic tribes move from place to place and do not have a specific place to live. They may not get
the benefit of MGNREGA as they do not belong to any particular Gram Panchayat and therefore
do not find it easy to obtain job cards. They also lack documents to prove their identity. Since the
nomadic tribes are very few in number, the DPC may estimate the number of nomadic tribes in
the district and authorize the POs to issue special job cards, which will be honoured in any Gram
Panchayat in the disttict.The nomadic tribes can take up work in anyGram Panchayat. Bank accounts
should be opened for the nomadic tribes in a bank with core banking facility and an ATM/Debit Card.

9.6 WOMEN IN SPECIAL CIRCUMSTANCES

9.6.1 Widowed women, deserted women and destitute women are highly vulnerable and require special
attention. The GP should identify such women and ensure that they are provided 100 days of work.
Pregnant women and lactating mothers (at least upto S months before delivery and 10 months after

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delivery) should also be treated as a special category. Special works which require less effort and are
close to their house should be identified and implemented for them.

9.7 SENIOR CITIZENS ABOVE 65 YEARS OF AGE

9.7.1 Senior citizens particularly those who are not being taken care of by their families look up to
MGNREGA for support.They should also be treated as a special category.They are often marginalized
and excluded from labor groups due to their lower out-turn and lesser physical ability. Exclusive
senior citizen groups may be formed and special works which require lesser physical effort identified
and allotted to these groups.

9.8 INTERNALLY DISPLACED PERSONS

9.8.1 In certain areas, families have been internally displaced either because of communal I ethnic/ caste
violence or violence due to left extremism. These groups are forced to migrate to neighbouring
districts or States and have to be treated as a special group for providing work under MGNREGA. The
DPC concerned may issue a special job card indicating that they are internally displaced persons.
This job card will be valid till these families are displaced and will lose its validity as soon as they
return to their original place or residence.

Subject: Proposal for Financial Assistance to People Living with HIV/MDS on Anti
Retroviral treatment and oulLQzlijjL .Ch ildren infected or faffected by HIV/AIDS
in Delhi

People Living with HIV/AIDS (PU-lAs) require Iilèlong anti retroviral treatment to
prevent severe life threatening opportunistic infections. They also need extra nutrition in
addition to balanced diet to cope up with their compromised immune system. The
suffering from stigma and discrimination by the Family, society and community at large,
is compounded by the fact that many of PU-lAs are poor. They are unable to even meet
the cost of transportation to ART centre for Anti Retroviral treatment- Similarly , there are
few Double Orphan Children infected on affected by HIV/AIDS in Delhi, whose parents
have died ( at least one parent due to HIV/AIDS) and these children eventually are
either living with their grandparent or extended families or are in institutional care. They
are often malnourished, suffer from stigma and discrimination and cannot afford proper
education including cost for buying education related material and transportation to
school, affecting their long-term survival in the community.

2. As per data furnished by Delhi State AIDS Control Society (DSACS), currently 9718
People Living with HIV/AIDS in Delhi are on Anti Retroviral Treatment (Afti) at 9
ART centres of Delhi established in Major Govt Hospitals of Delhi. These centres are
funded and monitored by Delhi State AIDS Control Society, Govt of Delhi and National
AIDS Control Organization, Govt of India. The services that these patients get from
ART centre free of cost are as under:
a. Free Investigations like CD4 count
b. Free medical examination (outdoor) and indoor services in the hospital
c. Free lifelong ARV drugs — one month stock is issued at a time
d. Free treatment of Opportunistic infections including TB treatment at DOTS
e. Psychosocial support and counselling for drug adherence and positive living
Currently there are 35 double orphans (14 infected with Ill V/AIDS and 21 affected by
HIV/AIDS) in Delhi. A double orphan child is one whose both father and mother have
died and at least one of the parent has died due to HIV/AIDS.

3. During the meeting of State AIDS Council held on 5"' May, 2011, Chaired by Hon'ble
Chief Minister and Co-Chaired by Flon'blc Health Minister of Delhi, ail
decision was taken to provide' financial assistance 	 10001 per month to all poor
People Living with HIV/AIDS oil Retroviral treatment based on criiiia mentioned
in Para 4 hereinafter. Further, financial assistance would also be considered for all
Double Orphan Children infected orlalfcctcd by HI V/AIDS. The minutes of meeting are
placed at annexure I. This was later examined by DSACS and financial assistance worked
out between .Rs. 1750-2050/pm as per details given in Para 4.

The matter was referred to the Planning/Finance Department who were of the view that
for this assistance in the current financial year 2011-12, there are no approved plan
schemes and the 12th Five Year Plan (2012-17) will be started alter 5 months.
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Therefore, a new plan scheme with details of mode of implementation, funds
requirements etc may be prepared. Moreover, the Health Department may also examined
whether the scheme for providing the 'Financli assistance to the }-IIV/AIDS people'
should be implemented by DSACS or by WCD Department and another scheme for
providing 'Financial assistance to HIV/AIDS children, by WCD Department by
convening a meeting of the concerned departments. Thereafter a meeting was taken at the
level of Hon'blc Minister of Health & Family Welfare and it was decided that in the light
of the decision taken in the Delhi State AIDS Council meeting held oil May 2011, the
financial assistance schemes with due approval of the Government should be
implemented immediately and the nodal agency for the same would be the Delhi State
AIDS Control Society. It was further directed that a note for consideration by the Cabinet

be put tip for a decision in the matter.

4. For the purpose of financial assistance, the following will he the eligibility requirement

and financial assistance package-

4.1 For assistance to people living with HIV/AIDS (PLUM)-

• Annual family income should not exceed Rs. I lakh.
• Should be a resident of Delhi for Last 3 years (i.e. resident in Delhi on or before l

December. 2008).
• Proof of residence will be as per existing Delhi Government schemes for the weaker

sections.
• Should be on regular anti retroviral treatment at an y oithe 9 ART Centres in Delhi.

• Should have made the monthly visits (for taking the ART drugs) in the preceding year
as documented in the ART Green card by the ART Centre nodal officer.

• Financial assistance to eligible PLHAs will be provided® its. 1000/per month

• The assistance to the eligible people living with HIV/AIDS will be continued till they

live.

4.2 Criteria for financial assistance to orphan children , either infected or affected by

HIV/AIDS.

• Both parents should have died.

• At least one of the parent should have died due to Ill V/AIDS
• Proof of death of the parent due to HIV/AIDS to be ascertained 11am the ICTU/ART

Centres
• Regarding the proof of child being infected by WV/AIDS to be checked from ICTC or

ART Centres
• Eligible double orphan children may be staying with grandparents/close relatives

(extended family) or may be in institutional care.

b. Resident proof of Delhi for last 3 years and Income pi-ooi (mci takh/annum)- In this
regard Revenue Authorities of Govt. of Delhi would be competent to issue

certificates.
e. Payment will be released on monthly basis by ECS into the bank account of the

beneficiary (People Living with HIV/AIDS > = 18 years of age) or the
guardian/institution giver in ease of orphan children infected or affected by

HI WA IDS.
d. Double orphans infected with HIV/AIDS getting benefit of financial assistance as

double orphans will not be getting additional benefit as living, with II! V/AlD& If
more than one family member in family are living with lil y/AIDS and are on ART.

each of the said [tI-lAs will get the benefit of the financial assistance.
c. The overall responsibility for monitoring and ensuring that the financial assistance

reaches I benefits the identified beneficiaries would be of Delhi State AIDS Control
Society. They will evolve suitable mechanism for monitoring, checking and follow-
tip Project Director, Delhi State AIDS Control Society also suggested the Following-

(I)	 For People Living with lil y/AIDS on ART - Nodal Officer /Senior Medical
Officer of the 9 ART centers of Delhi in various Govt Hospitals and 7
Positive people networks empanelled with Delhi State AIDS Control Society
will be entrusted with the task of monitoring the scheme tinder supervision of
Joint Director/Consultant (CST), OSACS.

(ii) For orphan Children Infected/affected by HIV/AIDS- An NGO will be
identified  for monitoring the scheme with overall supervision of DSACS.

(iii) Quarterly survival certificate of the PL-IA getting financial assistance by the

nodal officer of the ART Centres certifying that the beneficiary is alive and
receiving regular treatment. An appropriate level officer will he designated
in DSACS to give similar survival certificate of affected double orphan

children.
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In addition to above two schemes, it is also proposed to Provide Free blood /or blood
products to People Living with HIV/AIDS registeid in any ol'the 9 Govt ART centres of
Delhi by waiver of service charges. The same would also be issued without replacement
donation if the required blood/or blood product are available in any Govt Blood Bank in
Delhi. This will help People Living with HIV/AIIDS since they may get anaemic because
of toxicity of ARV drugs, malnutrition ana frequent infections. Moreover, they generally
have no family member to donate blood as multiple family members may be infected in
the family.

8. Financial Implications
a. People Living with HIV/AIDS on ART- There are approximately 4500 poor persons

living with HIV/AIDS in Delhi on ART as per survey /study done by DSACS. If
financial assistances of Rs. 1000/- per month is given, Rs. 45 lakhs per month i.e. Rs.
5.4 Cr per anuum.

b. Double Orphan Children infected/affected by HIV/AIDS- The financial implications
for 35 double orphan children are as under:
(i) 14 Double orphans infected with RIV/AIDS- Ks. 2050/per month X 14 Rs.

28700/per month i.e. Rs. 344,400 for one year
(ii) 21 Double orphans Affected by I-Il V/AIDS- Rs. 1750/per month X 21 Rs.

36750/per month i.e. Rs. 4,4 1,000 for one year.
Total financial assistance for double orphans infected/ and affected children
= Rs. 7,85,400/anuum

9. The above said schemes of financial assistance will be implemented and monitored
through the Delhi State AIDS Control Society. The administrative department for
releasing the grants from Government. will be the Department of Health & Family
Welfare, Government of Delhi.

10. For the last 4 months of this FY (Dec 201 I-March 2012). a separate provision for
Rs. I, 82,61.800/- (i.e. Rs.1 .83 Cr) is proposed to be made from the Grant in Aid Major
Head 2210 and the amount may permitted to be transferred to DSACS for payment to the
beneficiaries. Plan scheme for the year 2012-13 can include budgetary provision of Rs.
5,47,85,400 (i.e. 5.48 Cr) for financial assistance to People Living with HIV/AIDS and
Orphan Children Infected/affected by HIV/AIDS in the major head 2210.

II. This cabinet note has been circulated to Planning, Law, Finance Departments and Social
Welfare and Woman & Child Development for their comments. As instructed by Ilon'ble
MOH, since the matter is of urgent nature and the assistance package has been announced
on the World AIDS Day on 1/12/2011, the departments are requested to furnish their
comments in the Cabinet Meeting itself.

12. The note is placed before the Council of Ministers for their kind consideration and
approval of the proposal as given in Para,4 and 7 o the note.

The Government of Goa is pleased to frame

the “Scheme for release of subsidies to

Kadamba Transport Corporation Ltd., towards

social cost.”.

Preamble

Government of Goa has established State

Road Transport Undertaking in October, 1980.

The aim and object of the STU was to provide

safe and reliable bus transport service to

villagers and remote area people and students,

thus to connect villages in the State to the cities

and to villages where private bus operators

were not ready to accept to provide bus

services, being uneconomical and to stop the

unfair practices and poor quality of services

provided by private operators. The service was

extended with concessions to senior citizens,

physically disabled, blind, veteran ladies,

cancer patients, freedom fighters, students,

HIV Aids Patients etc., as per directives of the

Government. Kadamba Transport Corporation

Limited operates around 200 to 250 kms. per

day buses on intra-State routes to meet the

demands of people in Goa.

For the above transport services, facilities

to provide Kadamba Transport Corp. Ltd., has

to sustain losses being not matching cost of

operation with that amount of revenue earned.

The rate of passenger fare for transport

services on which the major portion of income

is dependable is decided and fixed by the

Government and therefore the Corporation has

no scope to increase the rate of fare as per

increase in cost of inputs and has to continue

with operation of uneconomical transport

services.

1. Short title and commencement.— (i) The

scheme shall be called “Scheme for release of

subsidy to KTCL towards social cost”.

(ii) The scheme shall come into force from

the date of its Notification in the Official

Gazette.”.

2. Objectives.— The main objectives of the

Scheme are as follows:—

(i) Kadamba Transport Corporation Limited

shall operate social obligatory services for the

benefit of people connecting villages with

towns and cities in the State to aid, assist,

promote, expedite and accelerate the

development of communication and transport

facilities throughout the State of Goa and

services to the public at large.

(ii) KTCL shall extend services with

concessions to senior citizens, physically

disabled, blind, veteran ladies, cancer

patients, freedom fighters, students, HIV Aids

Patients etc., as per directives of the

Government.

(iii) KTCL shall provide passenger

amenities/facilities at all the bus stands in the

State of Goa and carry out the maintenance

and upkeep of these bus stands.

(iv) KTCL shall make necessary

arrangement to provide buses to various
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Government Departments and agencies as per

the demand, against payment of prescribed

charges.

(v) KTCL shall provide late night services,

emergency services, support to the Disaster

Management Cell in the State of Goa and any

other services as per directions of the

Government from time to time.

3. Scope of the Scheme.— The smooth

running of Kadamba Transport Corporation

Limited is very much essential to provide

transport services as per the need of the

people with the facilities of concessions

extended as per directives of Government

and for operation of transport services on

inter-State routes in neighbouring States

to facilitate the people for inter-State

movements.

4. Eligibility conditions under the Scheme.—

KTCL being a Government owned

Organization, requires financial assistance of

Rs. 250 lakhs towards monthly expenditure of

operation of transport services which has

been provided to the people of Goa with

concessions to the various categories of people

and as social obligatory, the revenue of which

earned as per the fare fixed by the Government

is not enough to meet expenditures of

operations.

5. Procedure for claiming Subsidy.— (i)

KTCL depending upon requirement of

financial assistance from the State

Government shall submit the proposal to the

Transport Department for making provision in

Annual Plan against Subsidy amounting to

Rs. 3000 lakhs.

(ii) Once the Annual Plan is passed by the

Legislative Assembly and assented to by the

Governor, depending upon the need of the

Corporation, the Corporation shall move a

proposal to the Transport Department for

releasing the amount of Rs. 3000 lakhs

provided in the Annual Plan in four quarterly

installments spread out over the financial

year.

(iii) The Transport Department shall seek

administrative approval and refer the matter

to the Finance Department for concurrence

of the same and for releasing the amount to

KTCL.

6. Conditions for release of Subsidy to

KTCL.— (i) KTCL shall operate social

obligatory services for social benefits

connecting villages with towns and cities in

the State and shall operate buses on inter-State

routes in the neighbouring States.

(ii) KTCL shall assist, initiate, promote,

expedite and accelerate the development of

communication and transport facilities

throughout the State of Goa at service to the

public at large.

(iii) KTCL shall provide late night services,

emergency services, support the disaster

management cell in the State of Goa and any

other services as per the directions of the

Government from time to time.

(iv) KTCL shall extend concessional services

to category passengers like senior citizens,

freedom fighters, students, differently abled,

blind, cancer, HIV patients etc., as per the

directives and as notified by the Government

from time to time.

(v) KTCL shall submit Utilization Certificate

in the prescribed form after utilization of the

amount of subsidy and before the release of

next amount of subsidy installment, whichever

is earlier.

(vi) KTCL shall submit an audited Statement

of Accounts by a registered Chartered

Accountant within a period of six months from

the close of the Financial Year.

1. Objective of the Scheme.— The objective

of the Scheme is to provide Financial

Assistance to the most vulnerable sections of

society and include senior citizen, single

women, disabled persons and HIV/AIDS

Patient.

2. Short title, commencement and

applicability.— (1) This Scheme shall be called

“Dayanand Social Security Scheme”.

Amended Scheme,  2013.

(2) This Scheme shall come into force with

effect from the date of  Notification in the

Official Gazette.

3. Definition.— (1) “Beneficiary” means a

person who is entitled for Financial Assistance

under these Rules and includes single

women, disabled persons and senior citizens,

besides class of people listed in the objectives

and others notified by Government from time

to time.

HIV or AIDS; belongs to marginalized communities; suffers from any illness or that the 

child is differently abled.  

 (3)17[Counseling facilities by trained personnel shall be provided to the child in all 

schools]; 

 (4) All schools 18[shall preferably include] child rights and gender justice in their 

curriculum and at least 48 hours of instruction every year shall be exclusively devoted to 

teaching and discussing all matters related to these. The duties of the child should also be 

discussed during these sessions. This will apply to all students from Standard V and 

above.  

 (5) The school curriculum 19[shall preferably also include] health awareness including 

malaria, AIDS, personal hygiene, nutrition, family life education, communicable diseases, 

alcoholism, substance abuse, 20[sexuality education,] etc. irrespective of the stream of 

education.

(9) The State shall lay down guidelines for early childhood care and education and for 

all pre-school educational institutions for children, including registration and regulation 

of standards. 

(10) Every school shall have safe drinking water, toilet facilities and adequate physical 

infrastructure 25[including barrier free access]. 

 (11) Every school shall be equipped with appropriate and adequate teaching aids.

 (13) The State shall, in the manner prescribed, provide support to all children with 

disabilities and challenges.  

 (14) A participatory evaluation and learning process rather than the exam system 

based on learning by rote and ensuring that all children have attained minimum levels of 

learning should be evolved.  

26 [(15) Any contravention or non-adherence of the provisions of this section shall be 

dealt with by the Competent Authority only and shall be punishable with a fine which 

may extend to Rs. 50,000/-.] 

5. Health & Nutrition.— (1) Mandatory immunisation with MMR vaccine in 

children, Rubella vaccine in adolescent in girls and Hepatitis B vaccine in infancy should 

be introduced 27[in a phased manner]  as part of the on going 28[free Immunisation 

programme] of the State.  

(2) The State shall endeavour to make possible Maternity leave of 6 months in all 

sectors of employment including for adoptive mothers and single parents.  

(3) Creches and day care centers for infants and children of working mothers in all 

sectors of employment 29[may] be set up at the work site or close to the same, in cities 

and villages, to the maximum extent of available resources.  

(4) The State should ensure the creation and maintenance of comprehensive Health 

cards inclusive of growth and developmental, immunisation and other records for all 

infants and children including those in crèches, homes and schools, and migrant children.  

(5) The State shall seek to provide for palliative and terminal care for infants and 

children with life threatening and terminal illnesses like cancer and HIV/AIDS. 

(6) That State shall take effective steps so that parents do not transmit the HIV virus to 

their child.  

(7) It shall be the duty of all individuals, organizations, institutions  etc., to keep their 

immediate environment clean and free  of garbage, faeces, and other items harmful to 

children. Non-observance of the provisions of this sub-section will carry a penalty which 

may range from Rs. 100/- to Rs. 1000/-. 

(8) The State shall strive to reach higher standards for children by protecting them 

from malaria and from all avoidable illness and diseases. 

(9) Special  provisions shall be made for the treatment, education and integration of all 

children with leprosy. 

(10) Special attention shall be given to issues of substance 30[psycho – social well 

being] drug and alcohol abuse in children.

In his address in the Tamil Nadu Legislative Assembly on 03.06.2011,
His Excellency the Governor of Tamil Nadu announced that Government will
launch a "Solar Powered Green House Scheme" for the benefit of the poor in
the rural areas and construct houses measuring about 300 square feet at the
unit cost of Rs.1.80 lakhs by meeting the entire cost by Government.

2. The Hon'ble Minister for Finance while presenting revised budget
for the year 2011-12 on 04.08.2011 has announced that the Government
will construct 60,000 Green Houses with Solar Power at a cost of
Rs.1,080 crores during 2011-2012 in rural areas for the benefit of the
houseless poor and the unit cost of each house measuring 300 square feet
under this scheme will be Rs.1.80 lakhs.
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3. The Commissioner of Rural Development and
Panchayat Raj, in the letter read above, has sent a proposal along with the
draft Guidelines for implementation of the scheme. The Commissioner of
Rural Development and Panchayat Raj has also sent the model type design,
estimates etc. He has stated that out of the unit cost of Rs.1.80 lakhs,
Rs.1.50 lakhs shall be utilized for construction of house and the balance of
Rs.30,000/- is earmarked for installation of Solar Powered Home Lighting
System by Tamil Nadu Energy Development Agency. The Commissioner of
Rural Development and Panchayat Raj had also stated that the Tamil Nadu
Energy Development Agency has asked for 8% in the total cost of
installation of Solar Powered Home Lighting System as service charge. The
Commissioner of Rural Development and Panchayat Raj has further
requested the Government to release Rs.1,080 crores for construction of
60,000 Solar Powered Green House during 2011-12 at the rate of
Rs.1.80 lakhs each house and to issue necessary orders for implementation
of the Scheme.

4. The Government have examined the proposal of the
Commissioner of Rural Development and Panchayat Raj in detail and decided
to accept the same and issue the following orders:-

(i) The State scheme of construction of Solar Powered Green House
shall be called as "Chief Minister's Solar Powered Green House
Scheme".

(ii) Under this State Scheme 3 lakh Houses shall be constructed over a
period of 5 years from 2011-12 to 2015-16.

(iii) Out of the 3 lakh houses sanctioned, during 2011-12,
60,000	 Solar	 Powered	 Green	 Houses	 measuring
300 square feet each shall be constructed at the unit cost of
Rs.1.80 lakhs wherein the construction component will be of
Rs.1.50 lakhs and the balance of Rs.30,000/- is earmarked for
providing Solar Powered Home Lighting system.

(iv) Sanction is accorded for a sum of Rs. 1,080 crores

(vi) The model type design brought out by the Commissioner of Rural
Development and Panchayat Raj is approved and appended to this
order as Annexure-B.

(vii) The Colour of the house shall be Cream and Maroon as in
Annexure -C.

(viii) The Tamil Nadu Energy Development Agency shall be paid a
service charge at the rate of 8 % of the total cost of installation of
Solar Powered Home Lighting System. The claims shall be
submitted to Commissioner of Rural Development and Panchayat
Raj and he will disburse the funds to the Tamil Nadu Energy
Development Agency. The modalities of submission of claims will
be finalized by the Commissioner of Rural Development and
Panchayat Raj in consultation with the Managing Director, Tamil
Nadu Energy Development Agency.

GUIDELINES OF CHIEF MINISTER'S SOLAR POWERED GREEN HOUSE SCHEME (CMSPGHS)

1. Introduction

The Government in the Governor's address in Tamil Nadu Legislative

Assembly on 3.6.2011 had announced that "This Government will launch a

'Solar Powered Green House Scheme' for the benefit of the poor in the rural

areas and construct houses measuring about 300 square feet with an unit

cost of Rs.1.80 lakhs by meeting the entire cost by Government". The

scheme aims at providing solar powered green house for the poor living

below poverty line in rural areas.

Accordingly it is proposed to construct 60,000 Solar Powered Green Houses

of 300 square feet each, every year for the next five years commencing from

2011-12 at an unit cost of Rs.1,80,000/- per house. The scheme will be

named as "Chief Minister's Solar Powered Green House Scheme (CMSPGHS)"

2. Salient features of the Scheme:

i) All the people living below poverty line in rural areas will be eligible for

Solar Powered Green Rouses.

ii) Each house will have an area of 300 square feet and will be constructed at

an unit cost of Rs.1,80,000/- fully funded by the State Government.

iii) Every house will have a living room, bed room, kitchen, toilet and

verandah apart from Rain Water Harvesting provision.

iv) Each house will be provided with 5 solar powered lights, one each in bed

room, living room, kitchen, toilet and verandah. All the lights will be of

Compact Fluorescent Lamp (CFL). Every beneficiary will also have the option

of an electric connection powered by TNEB which will be metered.
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v) The unit cost will be Rs.1.80 lakhs per house @ Rs.1.50 lakh for

construction and Rs.30,000/- for Solar Powered Lights. Solar Powered Lights

estimate of Rs 30,000 is a rough cost estimate.

vi) The RD&PR Department will take up the construction of houses and Tamil

Nadu Energy Development Agency (TEDA) will execute the solar lighting

component.

vu) The green houses will be constructed either in situ (replacing his/her

existing dwelling structure) or in the land owned by the beneficiary

elsewhere in the Village Panchayat. No land acquisition is envisaged under

this scheme. People only with pattas for their house sites will be eligible

under this scheme.

viii) The supply, installation and commissioning of solar panels and lights will

be undertaken directly by TEDA by following established procedures in

co-ordination with the Project Directors of District Rural Development

Agencies.

3. Type design and Unit cost:

i) Each house shall be constructed with a maximum plinth area of 300 sq.ft

and the unit cost shall be Rs.1.80 lakhs per house. The houses will be built

with a living room, bed room, kitchen and a toilet. Wherever possible, the

toilet shall be constructed by dovetailing funds from the Total Sanitation

Campaign. Rain Water Harvesting Structure shall be provided in all the

houses. The Solar Powered lighting system will be installed by TEDA in co-

ordination with the District officials.

ii) An exclusive type design for this scheme has been developed and the

construction of houses should not exceed the permissible limit of 300 sq.ft.

To ensure uniformity in the design, no change of type design is permitted.

iii) However, changes in type design, such as shifting of kitchen room or

bedroom to another direction etc. shall be permitted without altering the

total plinth area of 300 sq.ft.

Ii
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iv) The logo for this scheme printed on ceramic tiles shall be affixed visibly

on all the houses as shown in the design. The sample logo will be circulated

by the Directorate of Rural Development and Panchayat Raj to all Districts.

v) The name of the scheme, beneficiary's name and year of construction

shall be painted prominently on each completed house.

vi) Cost effective technologies and fast track construction will also be

permitted under the scheme. The usage, suitability and structural stability

of the houses to be constructed using such technologies shall be approved

by the Superintending Engineer (RD) of the Directorate of Rural

Development and Panchayat Raj.

4. Installation of Solar Powered Home Lighting System:

The following modalities shall be followed in the installation, operation

and maintenance of solar powered lights:-

Each house shall have 5 CEL lights through Solar Photo Voltaic

(SPV) System.

• The internal wiring will be done as part of the civil construction.

TEDA will do up to the change over including the installation of

the change over switch.

• There shall be a 2 year warranty period and 1/2/3 year

Comprehensive Annual Maintenance Contract (CAMC) period for

the systems supplied based on the rates quoted. The Suppliers

should set up District level! Block level Service Centres. A

District level Helpline shall also be installed by the

supplier/manufacturer.

• The amount of Rs.30,000/- per house for SPV Home lighting

system will be drawn by the Commissioner of Rural

Development and deposited with TEDA. The subsidy amount

eligible for the solar lighting system shall be claimed by Rural

TEDA will station one AEE/AE and one Junior Assistant cum

Computer Operator at each DRDA who will liaise with PD ORDA for day to

day coordination and supervision. PD DRDA shall provide TEDA a room in

DRDA for housing TEDA office.
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i. Quality Control & Inspection

TEDA will engage Project Management Consultants and a third party

inspection agency, whose responsibility will be to ensure that all the

materials used and the workmanship conform to the prescribed

specifications. The inspection will cover quality checks of major materials at

pre-shipment stage at the vendor's outlet.

The PMC will ensure that 100% of the lights are installed after

inspection. Any defect in the SPV Home Lighting System will be brought to

the notice of TEDA by the beneficiary/Panchayat/Block/District

Administration for immediate rectification.

In case quality check reveals 'unsatisfactory' work, the implementing

agency (TEDA) shall ensure that the contractor replace the material or

rectifies the workmanship (as the case may be) within the time period

stipulated.

For all the above procurements, PDs should work out the total quantity of

materials needed for their district based on the no. of houses allocated to

them.

12. Mode of Implementation:

• The administrative sanction for the scheme based on the district

allocation for each year shall be accorded by the District

Collector.

The execution of the scheme is entrusted to the BDO(Block

Pa nchayat).

• The Overseers shall be responsible for the construction and other

technical aspects of construction, The Block Engineers shall

check the progress of the houses.

• The Project Directors, DRDA and Executive Engineers and

Assistant Executive Engineers (RD) should frequently inspect the

execution and progress of the houses and ensure its early

completion. They should also ensure no deviation from the type

design or any other discrepancies under this scheme.

13. Documentation:
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Photographs exhibiting the beneficiary positioned in front of the house

in which they reside at present shall be taken. The same process has to be

repeated after completion of the house. These processes have to be

documented by the Block Development Officer (BP) before making final

payment . Out of the fund allocation for the scheme, iWo is allocated for

documentation and other Information Education and Communication (IEC)

activities.

14. Monitoring:

The District Collector will review the progress of the construction of

houses as well as the installation of SPV home Lighting Systems with Block

officials and officials of TEDA.

15. Release of funds:

i) The Commissioner of Rural Development & Panchayat Raj is authorised to

draw the annual allocation for CMSPGHS in two half-yearly installments.

The fund in turn will be released to the districts at the rate of Rs.1,50,000/-

per house. The balance amount at the rate of Rs.30,000/- per house shall

be deposited with Chairman & Managing Director, TEDA for the purchase

and installation of materials relating to Solar Powered lighting system. The

Districts shall release the funds directly to the respective Village Parichayats.

The funds should not be routed through the Blocks.

ii) A separate District level Savings Bank Account at District headquarters

shall be opened exclusively for CMSPGHS by the District

Collector/Chairman, DRDA. There shall be only one CMSPGHS Savings Bank

Account at the district level.
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iii) In the Village Panchayats where the CMSPGHS is implemented,

a sixth account, namely, 'Village Panchayat CMSPGHS Account' shall

be operated. The receipt which shall be credited to, the types of expenditure

that can be incurred out of and the mode of operation of Village

Panchayat CMSPGHS Scheme Account are described as under:

a) Receipts : The receipts to be credited to the 'Village Panchayat

CMSPGHS Account' shall be the funds received under CMSPGH Scheme.

b) Expenditure: The funds credited into the Village Panchayat CMSPGHS

Account will be spent for payment of the works pertaining to the CMSPGH

Scheme as prescribed.

c) Mode of Operation: The above account shall be operated jointly by the

President and Vice-President of the Village Panchayats as is done for the

Village Panchayat Fund Accounts concerned. However, Collectors should

instruct all the concerned bank branches in writing to make suitable

ledger/computer entries to honour the cheques signed by the President and

Vice-President of the Village Panchayat only if they are accompanied by the

release order in the form of proceedings of the BDO(BP) for the payment of

works from the Village Panchayat CMSPGH Account concerned. The cheque

leaf should also be stamped with "To be paid only if accompanied by

proceedings of the BDO (Block Panchayat)". No self-cheques or drawals

based on withdrawal forms are to be permitted for this account.

16. The Principal Secretary to Government, RD& PR Department, in

consultation with the Commissioner of Rural Development & Panchayat Raj,

is authorized to amend these guidelines based on the exigencies that may,

arise from time to time.

In this context, It is bring to your knowledge that a list of persons suffering from AIDS who
require treatment at the ART Centers could not be disclosed to maintain confidentiality as per
NACO guidelines. Alternatively. In-charge of respective ART centers will issue necessary medical
certificates to the patients suffering from AIDS attending the concerned ART centers atone or with
an escort. Necessary format of the medical certificate to be used by the In-Charge of the
respective ART centers is annexed for ready reference. It may be mentioned that following ART
centers are functioning in West Bengal for treatment of AIDS.

3. BMCH, Burdwan
4. MMCM, Midnapore

So, I do request you to take necessary actions early so that AIDS patients may avail the
necessary Free Travel Facilities and to provide necessary PASS having medical certificate of the
concerned patients suffering from AIDS to be available from the concerned ART centers.

Actions taken may kindly be intimated to this end. A monthly progress report to be sent
in each month to this end about the number of passes issued to such category of patients from
the State Transport Corporation.
